(Summary)

One of the most important ideas among the Extreme Shia sects is
tanasukh, transmigration of believer’s soul. Though in orthodox Islam this
concept is not very common, here we can see different types of
transmigration of souls, according to believer’s godliness, his deeds during
lifetime and even gender.

The article discusses various types of transmigration of the souls,
particularly naskh, maskh, faskh, raskh etc., as well as some features
among the Alawites (here we find some parallels with Jewish tradition) and
the Ahl-e haqq. It must be mentioned that an important commonality
among the Ahl-e haqq, the Alevites and the Yezidis is the idea of the body
which must be changed like clothes.
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
